‘Nﬂi have the melancholy confirmation that

he two French Ambaffadors at the Con-
grefs, v Roberjot and Bonnier, were murdered
on the night of the a8thof April, on their re-
turn from Raftadt to Self: he following are
the moft ample particulars: —
Baden, May 3. ‘The Congrefsat Raftadt ter-
minated in a very tragical manner. On the
asth ultimo, about feven o'clock in the evening,
a fquadron of the hullars of Szekler, entered
t. A trumpeter hrou‘ght adifpatch from
the Imperial Colonel Barbafcy, commanding at
Gernfbach, to Baron Albini, to the purport,
that the French Minifiers were to quit Raftadt
in twenty-four hours ; that city, owing to the
operations of war, being to be occupied by the
mpéror’s orders, it was refolyed that no further
refidence fhould be granted to them or any uther
French citizens. 1In the evening four hundred
fndre Auftrians came to Raffadt, and took charge
of the gates. This notice having been given to
the French Minifters, - Bonnier in plnicnllpr ex-
much difatisfation atit. They refolved,
l:awmn though night was coming on, to fet
out, and they are faid to have taken two French
dragoons whom they had as guards with them ;
‘others fay that they were two huffugs in the fer-
vice of the Margrave of Baden. The Minifter
of Mentz, Baron Albini, folicited paffports for
the French Minifters, but could not obtain them
from Colone! Barbafcy, who declared that only
the Archduke Charles could give paffports on
fuch i The en of
the Deputation and the Pruflian Miniflers of-
fered to accompany them to the Rhine, but they
deglined their offer. R X
No fooner had they fet off, in the evening of
the 28th, and proceeded to the diftance of a (hort
quarter of le;rut, than forhe people having the
appearance of Huffars, fell in with the carriages.
Itwas dark ; the French Minifters were flopped,
and their paffports demanded of them,  Bonnier
refufed to give any further account than by an-
fwering, * that they were French Minifters who
wanted to retura to France.” A violent alter-
cation then enfued, and melancholy aéts of out<
rage were committed. Bonnier had his head
{i Fn. and one hand cut off; Citizen Roberjot
lgmd the fame fate, and both were killed bn
the fpot, Jean Debry recgived fome cutson the
head and breaft, but was not killed ; he returned
to Raftade with the Secretary of Legation, egtufn
