ANNOTATED RECORDS

Many *Vocalion' Records which call for interpretation,
either by reason of the composition being sung in a
foreign language, or being an isolated number from a
complete work (as in the case of an operatic selection),
bear on their reverse sides short spoken commentaries by
eminent musical authorities.

This advantage, which is exclusively confined to
