Notes on

William Archbald’s Will 16 January 1875
William’s sister Jane pre-deceases William so his Will reverts to the ‘second choice’ beneficiaries:

Page 598

William Archbald Junior, (b 25/1/1841) the great nephew of William and son of William Archibald Senor, residing at 129 Gt College Street, Camden, London is bequeathed a half share of William’s residual estate.  If he should die within twelve months then William Junior’s sister Jane and Agnes will inherit.

The other half share goes to William Archibald Harrison, (clothier, b 1860) son of George Harrison, (b 1813) Edinburgh,  and if William dies within twelve months then his sisters Catherine and Ann will inherit.

!st Codicil – 2 June 1862
1. A pair of bowls bequeathed to Kelso Bowling Green Club.  Marked WA Nos. 1 + 2
2. To William Archibald in London (b1841-Jnr) a silver watch, 2 gold seals mounted with side jasper and a gold chain and key.  

This bequest was revoked in Codicil Four
2nd Codicil – 21 May 1868

To his sister Madam Anna Archibald/Levasseur:

1.
An annuity of £10 from the rents of the properties in Roxburgh Street plus dividends from the shares in the Caledonian Insurance Company – paid half yearly.  Living with son-in-law Edmond Caston, at 90 Rend Eufer, Pariis (?)
2.
A further £5 annually if she survives William’s sister Jane

3rd Codicil – 1 March 1870

There are missing pages in the will here (613 and 614)

Increase the annuity for Madame Anna Levasseur to £16.
These codicils were revoked as being unnecessary on 20 March 1874 as part of the 7th Codicil.  In 1874 Anna would have been 82 and so it’s likely that this Codicil was revoked because Anna had died.

4th Codicil – 18 June 1870

1.
The legacy of watch, seals, chain and keys to William in London is revoked (see 
1st Codicil)

2.
The above items are now left to James Pyle, great nephew of William and son of 
George Houliston Pyle at 19 Rankular Street,  Edinburgh

3.
Leaves £9.10s. to George Houliston Pyle

4.
Leaves William Henry Archbald (his son and my ancestor) £15 and all his 
wearing apparel  NB not sure if this his son, now
5.
Revokes a previous codicil from 2 December 1864 (not found)

5th Codicil – (date missing)

Leaves £15 to Mrs Jane Clark (Pyle) widow of Joseph Pyle, grocer in Kelso (William’s niece in law)

6th Codicil – 1 August 1873

Pages 621 and 622 are missing.

Leave ‘another’ £100 to …….Houliston

2.
Leaves £19.10s. to Mary Ann Bell, his servant if she is still there when he dies!
7th Codicil – 20 March 1874

1.
Revokes the Codicils dated 21 May 1868 and 1 March 1870 as they are no 
longer required (see 2nd and 3rd codicils)

2.
Leaves £50 and any accrued interest to John Archibald of London, son of William 
Archibald senior, and if he has died then equally to his sisters Jane and Agnes
