This was posted on the Folker Facebook page on 21 February 2015.

Yesterday, the 20th February 2015, was the centenary of the death of Edgar Reginald Folker who was a brother of my maternal grandfather. He died on active service in the trenches near Yprés in Belgium, having been sent from England less than six weeks before. He was buried in the field and his body was never recovered, so his name is amongst those recorded at the Menin Gate Memorial.

On that centenary day I attended the daily ceremony of the last post at the memorial in order to pay my respects. Earlier the same day had I travelled out into the area where the battles were fought and was able to find the likely location of his burial. All signs of warefare have gone from that particular spot now but some of the trenches nearby have been preserved. I took this video of part of the ceremony. The quality as as bad as I expected but sound is worth hearing.
