EX-8ERVICE MEN AND PART
POSSESSION OF PREMISES.

We are frequently asked by ex-sorvice
men who have bought, or eonwmplntn
buying a Fouse whether in view of ser-
vice with the Forces they can claim part
possession and it may be useful to ex-
plain the position more fully than is pos-
sible in reply to a question in the

urean.

The Act statos the Court may muko
an order if “the landlord becamo tl
landlord after service with any of H. M
Forces during the war, and requires tho
house for his personal occupation, and
offers the tenant accommodation cn rea-
sonable terms in %he same dwelling
house, such accommodation being con-
sidered by tho Court as reasonably suf-
ficient in’ the circumstances.”

In this section the Court is thereforo
empowered to grant an order for posses-
sion of part of the premises to-an ex-
service man who has acquired tho pre-
mises after service with the Forees dur-
ing the war. In considering whether
the accommodation offered to the tenant
is reasonably sufficient, the Court is on-
titled to consider all the facts, that is
to say ““ the Court is entitled-to have
regard not only to the requirements of
the tenant. but also to all those persons
who usually and properly reside with
him, including lodgers.” = The amount
of furniture required by the tenant is
also a matter for consideration: It
would hardly be reasonable to compel a
tenant to warehouse half his furnture.

As we have stated above the accom-
modation offered must be such as tho
Court considers to be “reasonably suf-
ficient in the circumstances.” It would

appear therefore that, if the temant is
carrying on a business this must bo
taken into account in the accommoda-
tion offere:

From the above it will be seen that
it is impossible to say in any given caso
whether such an application is likely to
succeed. We .can only say to an ex-
service man who has bought, a house for
personal occupation and relies for pos-
session on the section of the Act above
roferred to that if and when he applies
for an Order the Court will undoubted-
